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Rules of Play:    
 

1. Games will comprise two 25minute halves. 
2. Unlimited substitutions will be available for all games including finals. 
3. Teams will be randomly placed into two divisions (A & B) for each specific age group. 
4. Each team will play 3 Round Robin games including the possibility of cross-over games where necessary. 
5. Three points will be awarded for a win and one point for a tie. 
6. In Round Robin play the following criteria shall be used, in order, to determine first place in the final 

standings: 
               (a) Total points  
               (b) Greater Goal difference  
               (c) Greater number of goals scored  
               (d) Penalty Kicks  
      7.  Divisional rankings from Round Robin play will determine final day match-ups 
      8.  Uniforms- In the event of a colour clash the Home team will change uniforms 
      9.  Team Rosters will be restricted to a maximum of 14 players 
        
 Discipline & Officials:  
 
1. An ejection in any game will result in an automatic one-game suspension.  

The Discipline Committee may increase the suspension if the offence warrants it.  
2. Players accumulating two yellow cards in the tournament will result in an automatic one-game suspension.  
3. The penalty for playing a suspended player is forfeiture of the game.  
4. The referees’ decisions on all matters of play are final and their authority must not be challenged.  
5. The behavior of the team players and their supporters is the responsibility of the team officials.  
6. Abuse of the officials will not be tolerated.  
7. The Tournament Discipline Committee consists of three qualified members.  
8. The Tournament Discipline Committee will deal with any serious offences by players, team officials, parents or 

spectators and any disputes and complaints that may arise pertaining to games played.  
 
Disputes & Complaints:  
 
Any disputes or complaints regarding games played will be addressed by the Tournament Discipline Committee.  
 

Awards: 
Gold and Silver awards will be presented for each divisional final.  
 

First Aid 
Each team is responsible for its own first-aid requirements. 

 

Game Officials 
There will be one game official for all round robin games. 

There will be three game officials for all final placing games on Monday.
